PROGRESS MADE: 

 

1. SELECTION OF VILLAGE: 

       

After conducting a medial camp on 29th July 2009, we were in search of a new 

village. There are almost 14 villages to choose from. Out of which, 

Boltavanipalem and Moturivanipalem were chosen.  

 

2. PILOT SURVEY IN THE SELECTED VILLAGE: 

 

Some of our team members visited the village to get acquaintance of socio-

economic conditions and health infrastructure of the village. Initially we visited 

the village and interacted with the village head, health workers and some 

women.  

 

With this activity, we came to know that the villagers were mostly free on 

Sundays. The village head has been very co-operative.  

 

 

 

3. BRIEFING THE VILLAGERS: 

 

     A counseling session was conducted on a Sunday which was received with a   

     positive response. 
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4. SELECTION OF VOLUNTEERS (NEW BATCHES) 

 

Due to the unavailability of the volunteers at the needed time, the camp was not 

conducted in August. So as not to face such a problem again, selected educated 

women from the village were hired and trained to conduct surveys and we 

monitored them. 

 

These women also had the responsibility to bring the women diagnosed down to 

the camp. 

 

 

5. IMPLEMENTATION OF CARD SYSTEM: 

 

Cards were given to the village women who were below 60 years old. The cards 

contained the name of the woman, the name of the husband, the house number 

and the village name. The women who were given the cards were asked to come 

down to the camp for screening. 

 

 

     6. CAMP – 20TH SEPTEMBER 2009 

 

      Response has been overwhelming at this camp. Most of the women were in the  

      age group of 20 – 60 years old. PAP Smear was taken for these women. This 

camp went on well as most of the women attended the camp.
